The executive committee of AIP-Texas met on November 13, 2009, at 10:00 a.m. at the Chamber of Commerce Building in Flower Mound, Texas. AIP-Texas members participating were Chair Dennis Song; Past Chair Joe Weaver; Chair-Elect Ed Horton; Vice Chair Larry Cowan; Directors Henry Ager, Bruce Kocian, Leonard Lynskey and AIP-Texas staffer Karen Horvath.  
Minutes for the September 22, 2009, meeting were accepted.

Financials were reviewed and accepted. 

During the 2010 budget discussion, a motion was made and approved to continue the policy of paying TPA membership for one year to any new investor that is not currently a member of TPA.

Motion was made by Leonard Lynskey and seconded by Ed Horton to develop a line item in the 2010 budget for Advocacy and to move $100,000 into that line item.  Motion was made to research current legislation effecting independent pharmacy and to financial support positive outcomes.

An e-mail vote was held and a unanimous decision was made to contribute $15,000 in December 2009 and another $15,000 in January of 2010 to NCPA to support independent pharmacy’s continuing fight with the CVS/Caremark issue.

Motion was made and approved to work with Texas Pharmacy Association on a recruitment program to encourage independent employee pharmacists to become members of TPA.

Motion was made and approved to continue the AIP Membership Recruiter position with Jennifer Fix for 2010 to assist with increasing AIP-Texas membership. She will be paid a base fee of $1,000 per month 
Budget was approved as amended.

Meetings with TPA Compounding and Consulting Academy Executive Committees’ will continue. Motion was made and approved to offer the mechanism of $130 a month to those academies to become investor members in AIP-Texas.

Executive Committee members will reach out to their wholesalers, other buying groups and vendors to encourage them to become Corporate Sponsors in AIP-Texas

Motion was made and approved to accept the Texas Pharmacy Association/Academy of Independent Pharmacists (AIP-Texas) Agreement of Services.
